HTTPSOM FESTIVAL | REGULATIONS

HTTPSOM is a music festival held on the MySpace online community (http://www.myspace.com ). It is a project of the Sergio Motta Institute and the São Paulo State Secretariat for Culture, held in partnership with Itaú Cultural, with the aim of ensuring visibility for Brazilian musicians and celebrating new opportunities for circulating musical content on the Internet. the competition is open to all irrespective of age or theme featured, as an initiative for experimentation highlighting the creativity and sonority of entries. Entries will be evaluated by a jury composed of leading figures on the music scene in Brazil. 

REGISTRATION

- Registration is free and entries may be forwarded from October 16 to 27, 2008.

- Registrations are limited to 2 (two) musical recordings of up to 5 (five) minutes per participant (individual or group).

- Entries must be registered on the Sergio Motta Art and Technology Award website at http://www.premiosergiomotta.org.br including the entrant's personal data and details of the music entered. They must also include the entrant's MySpace URL and the name of the musical recording entered. Once registration is concluded, it may not be altered. 
- Entrants shall register individually (or as representatives of a group) only once, with only 2 (two) musical recordings. If more than one registration from a participant is identified, all their entries will be invalidated and be ineligible for this year's HHTPSOM Festival;

- Omitting Information and/or providing false information will lead to the participant being disqualified. 
 - In addition to filling out the registration form, all those entering for the award must have their own personal MySpace channel (URL).
- Music entries must be uploaded to the entrant's personal MySpace channel.
- All music entries must be authorized to be added to the HTTPSOM playlist or to other MySpace subscriber profiles.
- Entrants will be e-mailed confirmation when their registration is validated;

- Music entries will be accepted from Brazilians who show they are resident in Brazil or are abroad on a temporary basis for work, study or research;;

- The following may not enter: members of the organizing commission or their families, selection commission members, staff of Sergio Motta Institute or companies partnering or sponsoring the latter.

AWARDS

- Music entries will be selected by a jury designated by the festival's organizing commission, composed of specialists in the fields covered.

- The jury's decision is sovereign and irrevocable.

- The jury will comprise the following professionals:

- Chico Correa | musical producer working on creation of sound-tracks for theater, dance, documentaries and short films
- Israel do Vale | executive manager of content for TV Brasil and columnist for the newspaper “O Tempo”, artistic director (on leave) of the independent studio +Brasil Music.

- Giselle Beiguelman | curator for the Sergio Motta Art and Technology Award, author of several award winning artistic projects locally and internationally. Professor on Communication and Semiotics postgraduate programs at PUC-SP.

- Jan Feld | journalist and director of UOL Megastore.
- Lalai Santos | advertising professional, posts the blog lalai loaded (http://lalai.net/).

- Four awards will be made for the entries that best meet the selection criteria, amounting to R$ 2,000 (two thousand Brazilian reais) each.

- Selection criteria will be decided by the jury on the basis of the aims of the HTTPSOM Festival. The jury will state its criteria and announce award winners on the Sergio Motta Art and Technology Award website at http://www.premiosergiomotta.org.br. 

PRESENTATION OF WINNERS

- The four award winners will present their entries at Instituto Itaú Cultural in São Paulo, in the Itaú Cultural Room on November 29 and 30, 2008 (two each day).

- Award winner presentations will be scheduled at the discretion of the Sergio Motta Institute and Itaú Cultural.

- All award winners will be paid R$ 4,000 (four thousand Brazilian reais) for the presentation at Itaú Cultural. This amount includes expenses such as air fare and accommodation in line with Itaú Cultural's established practice.

- Itaú Cultural shall bear the cost of infrastructure expenses for the Itaú Cultural room.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND PUBLICITY

 The awards will be confirmed by the organizing commission on November 13, 2008 on the Sergio Motta Art and Technology Award website at http://www.premiosergiomotta.org.br.  Press statements will be released with recordings of award winning music if possible.
AUTHOR RIGHTS

- Entrants assume full authorship of the music entered and all liability for intellectual property and/or personality rights included in the recording.

- Entrants are wholly responsible for obtaining authorizations, licenses and/or permission from the respective authors, performers, producers, or others, for the recording to be used, broadcast and made available for the purposes stipulated in these regulations.

- If the music entered contains the names, images, works and/or performances of third parties, there shall be strict compliance with author credits and other pertinent details required under current legislation, and entrants shall be fully liable for any charge relating to author rights or related issues.

- If there are third-party challenges of the right to a recording, entrants shall be liable under civil and criminal law and shall hold harmless the organizers and other companies and institutions associated with Sergio Motta Institute and Itaú Cultural in relation to liability for failing to comply with the law relating to author rights.

- Award winners selected by the jury designated by the festival's organizing commission or by the votes of viewers, shall promise to sign an agreement for payment of the award and shall grant rights to the recording, thus assuring the Sergio Motta Institute use of the works free of charge, in full or in part, in Brazil and abroad, for the whole period of validity the works' author rights, without limitation of the number of times used, for the following purposes: publicly showing them at audiovisual exhibitions, festivals or other events held by the principals or by third parties, including announcing and publicizing the results of HTTPSOM; to be part of the HTTPSOM e-book to be produced by the Sergio Motta Institute; exhibition or screening by the latter or third parties for television, cinema and Internet campaigns publicizing HTTPSOM; and for the archives or for the institutional purposes of the Sergio Motta Institute.

-The Sergio Motta Institute may opportunely and at its exclusive discretion require submission of authorizations, licenses and/or grants of rights to recorded entries.

- Award winners shall sign an agreement with Instituto Itaú Cultural granting permission to use intellectual work in relation to the presentation thus allowing the artistic production to be recorded.

ADMINISTRATIVE ISSUES

- Entering this Festival implies total and absolute acceptance of the conditions stated in these regulations.

- Award winners shall sign an agreement (draft available at Sergio Motta Institute), as described in the item AUTHOR RIGHTS above, with the event's organizers within 20 (twenty) days of being informed Administrative procedures for payment will be made when the agreement is signed.
- Cases of omission will be decided by the organizing commission.

- The court of the capital city of the state of São Paulo is elected to settle any issues in relation to these regulations not solved by the organizing commission.
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
