HTTPtags FESTIVAL | REGULATIONS

HTTPtags is a festival of online curatorial design in which each competitor selects up to 10 (ten) sites to compose an online thematic exhibition through the social bookmarking site http://delicious.com/. The aim of this Sergio Motta Institute project is to circulate and encourage creative content for the Internet produced by Brazilians. The competition is open to all regardless of age or theme featured, as an initiative to boost experimentation and the Award will highlight the proposed curatorial concept, creativity in selecting links, and coherence across sites selected. Entries will be evaluated by a jury composed of leading figures related with the Internet in Brazil. 

REGISTRATION

- Registration is free and entries may be forwarded from September 16 - 28, 2008;

- The limit for registrations is 1 (one) curatorial design with up to 10 sites per participant;

- Entrants shall register at the Sergio Motta Art and Technology Award website http://www.premiosergiomotta.org.br, with personal details and links to their page on Delicious, where they must open a tag bundle under the title “httptags” to insert sites they have selected.Once a registration is concluded, it may not be altered;
- Participants shall register individually (or as a representative of a group) and shall register once only, with just 1 (one) curatorial design project containing up to 10 (ten) sites per entrant (individual or group);

- If more than one registration from an entrant is identified, all their entries shall be invalidated and be ineligible for this HTTPtags Festival ;

- Omitting information or providing false information will lead to the participant being disqualified;
- In addition to filling out the registration form, entrants must have their own personal channel at Delicious;

- Entrants will be e-mailed confirmation when their registration is validated;

- Entries will be accepted from Brazilians who show they are resident in Brazil or are abroad on a temporary basis for work, study or research;

- The following may not enter: members of the organizing commission or their families, selection commission members, staff of Sergio Motta institute or companies partnering or sponsoring the latter.

AWARDS

- Entries will be selected by a jury designated by the festival's organizing commission, composed of specialists in the fields covered ;

- The jury's decisions will be sovereign and irrevocable;

- The jury will comprise the following professionals:

- Giselle Beiguelman | curator for the Sergio Motta Art and Technology Award, author of several award winning artistic projects locally and internationally. Professor on Communication and Semiotics postgraduate programs at PUC-SP and editor of the 'Novo Mundo' section of Trópico e-magazine.
- Martha Gabriel | multimedia artist, technology director of 'New Media Developers'. Professor at Universidade Anhembi Morumbi, SENAC, and Belas Artes de São Paulo. International speaker on the Internet, art and marketing. 
- Paulo Hartmann | multimedia artist, musician and independent researcher. One of the organizers of Mobilefest; Memefest representative in Brazil; since 2007 also one of the organizers of Improfest (International Festival of Free Improvisation).

- Raphael Vasconcellos | executive director for creation with AgênciaClick. Has been working on interactive media projects for eight years and won over 30 awards locally and internationally - including Cannes Lions and 'One Show NY'. He started a blog on interactive advertising eighteen months ago. 
- Ricardo Oliveros | master of architecture from EESC-USP, producer, editor and curator. Editor of the blog 'Fora de moda'.

- Three prizes will be awarded to the entries that best meet the selection criteria :
1st place: R$ 5,000 (five thousand Brazilian reais);
2nd place: R$ 2,000 (two thousand Brazilian reais );

3rd place: R$ 1,000 (one thousand Brazilian reais ).

- Selection criteria will be defined by the jury on the basis of the aims of the HTTPtags Festival. The jury will state its criteria and announce the winners on the Sergio Motta Art and Technology Award website http://www.premiosergiomotta.org.br.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND PUBLICITY

Awards will be confirmed by the organizing commission on October 8, 2008, on the Sergio Motta Art and Technology Award website http://www.premisergiomotta.org.br. 

Press releases will show images of award winning curatorial designs if possible.

AUTHOR RIGHTS

- Entrants assume full and total authorship of their online curatorial design work (selection of websites ) and its originality. In the event of third-party claims in relation to authorship or originality of curatorial designs, entrants shall be liable under civil and criminal law, and the award organizers and companies and institutions associated with the Sergio Motta Institute shall be held harmless for any liability arising thereof;

- Award winners selected by the jury designated by the festival's organizing commission promise to sign an agreement for payment of the award and the rights to the curatorial design entered, thus assuring the Sergio Motta Institute the right to use the curatorial design free of charge in full or in part, in Brazil or abroad, for the whole period of protection of the visual works, without limitation on the number of times they are used: to be publicly shown at exhibitions, festivals or other events held by the Sergio Motta Institute or a third party, including announcing and publicizing the results of the HTTPtags Festival; to be included in the HTTPtags Festival e-book to be produced by the Sergio Motta Institute; for exhibition by the latter or by a third party, during campaigns publicizing the HTTPtags Festival on television, cinema or Internet; and for the Institute's archives or for its institutional purposes.

ADMINISTRATIVE ISSUES

- Entering work for this festival implies full and absolute acceptance of the conditions stated in these regulations;

- Award winners shall sign an agreement (draft available at the Sergio Motta Institute ), as described in the AUTHOR RIGHTS item above, together with the event's organizers, within 20 (twenty) days of being informed. Administrative procedures for payment shall be initiated after signing the contract ;
- Cases of omission shall be decided by the organizing commission;
- Any questions relating to the festival shall be decided by the organizing commission by e-mailing httptags@premiosergiomotta.org.br.

- The court of the capital city of the state of São Paulo is elected to settle any issues in relation to these regulations not solved by the organizing commission.
